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The “Kyobashi Art Wall: Start the Future from Here” program has provided artists
with a place to create and present their works by utilizing a temporary enclosure
around the Toda Building that was installed while the building was under
construction from 2021 to 2024. This group exhibition, concluding the program,
which was launched prior to the opening of the Toda Building in November 2024,
consists of four periods and features the works of 16 selected artists in the APK
Room, located on the building’ s third floor. In addition to the artists’ prize-winning
works, the exhibition includes the pieces that the artists want to show now, giving
us a present-day view of their practices. While the artists in each period display
some similarities, the exhibition also showcases a diverse range of expressions that
have grown out of each individual’ s own field of activity.

Vol.1 features five artists (ARIMA Reina, Bakky, Kokeshisky, NAKAI Shinji and Nelson
HOR) who explore their childhood experiences and visual impressions and
incorporate them into their works.
